Lab 4, On Your Own #3: A Sports Company has decided to offer its own credit card. As an incentive to get employees to promote the card, the company offers to give employees $1.00 for each card application they file. If an employee files 25 or more applications, a bonus is added. Create a worksheet for four employees that tracks the number of applications filed per week. Total the number of applications by employee and for the month. Calculate the amount the employee earned by multiplying the total by $1.00. Use a linking cell for the $1.00 bonus value so that you can increase or decrease it to see the effect. Use an IF statement to calculate a 10 percent bonus for employees who file 25 applications, and a 20 percent bonus for employees who file 50 or more applications. Create a combo box with $1.00, $1.50, and $2.00 in it. Unlock the data entry cells in the worksheet. Protect the worksheet. Select the $2.00 bonus amount. Enter your name and the current date in a header of the worksheet. Apply an AutoFormat of your choice to enhance the sheet. Save the file as Sports Company Credit Card.xlt.
