Lab 4, On Your Own #5: You have been hired as an intern by the Tri-Country Little League. They currently maintain a player database in Excel, but they would like to use Access to organize the equipment inventory and the coaches information. Import the Excel file, ac04_Little_League and save the database as “<Your Name> Little League.mdb”. Use the Table Wizard to create a new table named Coaches for the coaches information. Use the Mailing List sample table and include the fields FirstName, LastName, Title, OrganizationName, HomePhone, and EmailAddress. Change the field name OrganizationName to TeamName. Create a lookup field for the Title field using the values Coach, Assistant Coach, Manager, and Team Parent. Make the TeamName field a required property. The Little League would like to have a report that includes the complete rosters for each team. Use a crosstab query to create a report that includes the players’ information and the coaches’ information. Establish a relationship between the players table and the coaches table on the common field, Team. Print the relationship report.
