Lab 5, On Your Own #5: The database you created for the Tri-County Little League in On Your Own Exercise 5 in Lab 4 has been a successful upgrade for the league (except for the crosstab query you couldn’t create). They would like to use the database to keep an inventory of the league equipment and track the equipment distribution. Create a multiple-table form named Team Rosters that includes the data for the Players and Coaches tables in 2 subforms. Have each team displayed on a separate form. It is recommended that you create a separate table for the Teams and modify the Coaches and Players tables to utilize a lookup into the Teams table for the Team name. Add a subform to display the equipment allocation for each team. The league hands out a catcher’s mitt, a catcher’s chest protector, a catcher’s mask, six bats, and a case (12) of baseballs to each team. Four teams have received a pitching machine in addition to the standard equipment. Enhance the table’s appearance using the skills you learned in the lab. Add command buttons to the form to navigate between the pages (e.g. forward, back, first, last, & new). Include your name and the current date in the Page Footer. Save the database as  “<Your Name> Tri-County Little League.mdb”
