The purpose of the presentation is to gain interest from potential investment partners for the organization. Keep in mind that a PowerPoint presentation is generally intended to provide a guide in outline format for a human presenter. You need not include all data and supporting materials for this type of presentation. If you choose this option, you can download a sample business plan from the class website. You may use any or all of the data and text from this business plan in your presentation. You must include sound, animation, and WordArt with the company name. Save the presentation as “<YourName>BusinessPlan.ppt”.
